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TEAM ELIGIBILITY
This league shall be open to all teams comprisgaayerly registered players.

PLAYER ELIGIBILITY
In no event will a player be allowed to enter theddf without prior registration, and approval by
the league’s commissioner.

PLAYER/TEAM PROFILE

A. Teams must fill out a roster for each game aiag have up to 13 with the option of 2
additional players at a fee of $20 per additioay@r after the 13 in their rosters for a total of
15 players.

B. The minimum number of registered players to tmesered a valid team is 8.

C. The minimum number of players needed on thd felavoid a forfeit is 5.

D. Rosters will freeze at the half the number of games the seasonSS4U will then provide
the rosters for the remainder of the season. Oreeoister freezes no players can be added
therefore ALL players should be listed whether thiy that game or not. If a player is not
listed in the roster he cannot play in the quartatf semifinal and final games.

GAME PROFILE

A. Each game will consist of two 25 minute halveshvaih interceding 5 minute half time.
At half-time, teams will change defensive endshef field.

B. Teams must be ready to start the game as schediiedeferee fee must be paid before the
beginning of the game and the roster must be stdap@aid.

C. Games will start at the scheduled time; however argce period of 10 minutes will be
given to teams without the minimum number of playes at starting time. After this 10
minute period the team that is present has the righto decide if they want the game to be
considered a forfeit or if they want an official gane with less play time. If the game is a
forfeit, the resulting score will be 1-0 for the tam that is present; therefore they get 3
points for the win and 1 point for the shut-out. Ifthe game is played then the remaining
time for the game will be divided equally for eacthalf with no_half-time. (Ex: 40 minutes
would equal 20-minutes halves, 36 minutes would egul18-minutes halves, etc)

D. Teams will incur a penalty cfl point for each forfeited game and will be deduaéthe end
of the season. The Facilities Committee reservesignt to review a team'’s record of forfeits
per season. Subsequent to many forfeits, a teanbmdgnied the right of entry to any season.

E. In the event of a forfeit, both teams are still regonsible for the referee fee. The game will
be considered a tie and both teams will incur a pexity of -1 point.

UNIFORMS

At the conclusion of the season, all teams willyplae quarterfinal games. The matches will be
decided by the ranking of each team based on tita¢ namber of points obtained during the
regular games. The following is the point system:

Win = 3 points
Tie = 2 points
Loss = 0 points
Shut out =1 additional point
Forfeit  =-1 point

In the event that 2 or more teams are tied in poird, the goal differential will decide a team’s
ranking for the quarterfinal games. If the tie still exists, then the goals in favor will
determine the outcome of the rankings. If the tie @ntinues, the goals against will be the
deciding factor, and as a last resort, we will loolat the game results between the teams that
are tied.

XIV. PLAYOFFS

A. If quarterfinal, semifinal or final game is tied thie end of the regular play time, a 5 minute
sudden death will be played. If this period resintanother tie, the game will be decided with
5 penalty kicks per teamif the game is still tied, the game will be decidedith 3 penalty
kicks per team.

B. All players must show picture identification for quarter, semi and final games A player
that does not register for a team will not be a#dwo play at all in the league. If a team
proves that another team is playing a game withegistering a player the game will be
automatically forfeited. Players can NOT play foore than one team in the same division;
however they can play in different divisions.

XVI. SEVEN-FOUL RULE
If a team commits 7 fouls, the opposing team willdbawarded a penalty kick (8 yards).
